Agency Resource Center (MARC) at the YMCA, 6100 Twin Rivers Circle, Valley, 

Nebraska 68064.  

The MARC will offer impacted residents additional aid and resources, including financial 

assistance for those who qualify, from multiple relief agencies. The MARC will be open 

from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m. Friday, April 5 and 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Saturday, April 6. 

  

The MARC brings relief resources and offers residents convenient access to agencies 

in one central location. The American Red Cross, Salvation Army and the Nebraska 

Volunteer Organizations Active in Disaster (VOAD) are just a few of the organizations 

that will be available at the MARC.
